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The Downtown Syracuse Totem Project is a collaboration between the Downtown TNT,
Cultural Resources Council, Downtown Committee of Syracuse, Gifford Foundation and
40 Below.

All Totems are constructed of durable materials able to stand up to a variety of weather
conditions and are placed over old parking meter posts.

The purpose of the project is to beautify public spaces in downtown through visual arts
and to promote collaboration between various arts organizations, artists, and downtown

stakeholders.
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
